The Annhbédliagting

We opened the meeting with a presentation by Kate 2figan the Green Sanctuary program. After a
short discussion, we unanimously adopted a motion to fiyrbegin the Green Sanctuary certification
process. The next steps are to establish a Greetudancommittee, and to conduct an audit of the
church. There is a signup sheet in the social rooiypwican contact one of us directly, if you are
interested.

We had an extensive discussion about the stained gladewvi Although the discussion was generally
very positive, many people expressed worries about vaaspescts of the project. The motion circulated in
the announcement letter was amended not to use atipgxisurch money for the project, and to limit the
fund-raising to no more than 1 year. With amendmehésntotion passed almost unanimously. We will be
raising $6420 for the entire project, including replacing thegblock with a new double pane thermal
window. We will apply for an additional grant from ClaliLighters and seek Memorial Gifts, as
described in the meeting announcements. Expect toseem@ire information about these opportunities
soon.

We unanimously passed the budget, with only a minor amendmeelete the unneeded line item for part
of the cost of the stained glass window. The budgea lsight surplus for ongoing operational income and
expenses (pledges, salaries, supplies, maintenancegretajips into saving for a couple of capital
purchases, including a new energy efficient refrigeratdraapicture hanging system for the sanctuary.
Final copies of the budget (and full minutes) will be kade later in the summer.

Both of the bylaw amendments passed. The first waktiy the definition of membership and the second
to formalize the nominating committee, which hashbegerating informally for years.

Alan Halperin made a short presentation on the Comendgt Ministry, which could be thought of as a
combination ombudsman and self help team within thecthufhe CoM will be focused on helping the
church and its leadership best serve the congregafitve.
